GUIDELINES: Please keep the following in mind when making your plans.

e Outdoor Education at Camp Au Sable is geared for fifth graders. During Homeschool Outdoor Education

programs there is some flexibility in this.

e A parentis required to attend and be an active part of all outdoor education activities.

e The Homeschool Registration Form needs to be submitted to the Office of Education a minimum of two
weeks prior to your assigned Outdoor Education dates. Please notify the Office of Education if at any point
you are unable to attend Outdoor Education.

Please meet Dr. Atkins at the Nature Center at 1:00 pm on the day of your arrival.

Families wishing to eat a sack lunch brought from home may arrive at camp at noon to do so.
Please communicate with Dr. Atkins if you have been delayed and you will be arriving late.

The Student Registration Form, the Camp Au Sable Trail Ride/Activity Waiver, and the $55.00
Registration Fee need to be turned in when you arrive at Camp Au Sable.

e Please do not take students into town during the Outdoor Education program.

COST: The charge for each student in attendance is $55.00. This Michigan Conference subsidized fee includes 6
meals, 2 nights lodging, and all needed materials. There will be no charge for one parent. There will be a $55
charge for a second adult. Preschool children are allowed to be at Camp Au Sable under parent supervision during
Outdoor Education. There will be no charge for preschool children except of normal Camp Au Sable food charges.
